1.  Lights, Camera, Action - $85 (BAS Members are entitled to 10% discount)

Location: Cockscomb Basin Wildlife Sanctuary – Date: July 17 & 18, 2008

Target group: - Youths ages 11 – 17


Space Limit: 35
Here participants will spend two days and one night learning campers will go behind the scenes of environmental news.

2. Birds of a feather flock together Day Camp - $50 (BAS Members are entitled to 10% discount)

The objective of this camp is to foster bird appreciation to kids by helping them to identify common birds that maybe found in their backyard and the camp will also include the following; environmental Education tours of the Protected Areas which includes hiking in rain-forest, cave tours, bird watching, arts & craft activities, and swimming.  All activities will be supervised by qualified Belize Audubon Society staff, and Belizean volunteers.
3. Wetlands – Wet & Wild Day Camp - $50 (BAS Members are entitled to 10% discount)

Location:  Crooked Tree Wildlife Sanctuary – Date: July 31st 

Target group: - Kids ages 7 -16

Space Limit: 30
